of the quilt to hold the layers together. Piece the binding strips together. Fold the binding in half wrong
sides together and press to make a double binding. Sew the binding to the quilt with a %", mitering the
corners. Trim excess backing and batting and fold the binding over the back side and stitch down by hand
with matching thread.
